	JRC has no strait forward APIs to retrieve data from database stored procedure in case of the report template designed with stored procedure as datasource

	CR4E offers support to POJO and is easy to configure and use as datasource.


	JRC supports reporting from JavaBeans as datasource but the configuration process is bit lengthy.

	APIs have been improved from JRC in terms of performance (replaceTableLocation instead of setTableLocation API call) etc. Also, there is less or no chance of missing JAR files as the Eclipse IDE includes the needed files during project creation for crystal reports
