	Any mnemonic term you’d like to associate with the snippet
	When keyed in the editor followed by the Tab key causes the snippet to the pasted into the editor. (This feature did not work in the GA release.  I reported it as a bug to product engineering)

	Kind
	Always choose “Member Body”.
	Other values are not currently supported in PB .NET.  See my comments in the conclusion

	Code
	The body of your snippet
	Enter PowerScript code it as you would like it to appear when pasted into your method. Include variables that will have their default value when pasted in the code as well as white space.

	ID
	Replacement variable name
	Define as many as needed for this snippet. When referenced in the snippet they must be preceded and followed by $ signs

	The default value for the variable
	Substituted when the snippet is pasted into code

	Two kinds are available; Literal and Object
